Foxhill School Uniform and OPAL Outdoor Clothing 

As an OPAL school, children play outdoors in a wide range of weather. To help every child access our full outdoor play 

offer safely, comfortably and inclusively, all children need suitable outdoor clothing in school. Outdoor clothing should be 

clearly named and, where possible, remain in school so pupils can take part in OPAL play every day. 

 

Nursery, Reception, Year 1, 2, 3 and 4: 

•  Red round-neck sweatshirt or cardigan 

•  Red/white polo shirt 

•  Black trousers, skirts or pinafores 

•  Red and white checked dress (summer only) 

•  PE kit: white or red T-shirt and plain black shorts or black joggers, plain black sweatshirt / hoodie, black trainers 

•  Black trainers or black school shoes must be worn. Footwear should be practical and suitable for outdoor play and the 

Queensbury weather 

 

Years 5 and 6: 

•  White school shirt or blouse 

•  Red and black tie (only available from school) 

•  Red V-neck sweatshirt/cardigan/jumper 

•  Black trousers or skirts 

•  School Council green and black tie (only available from school) 

•  Black trainers or black school shoes must be worn. Footwear should be practical and suitable for outdoor play and the 

Queensbury weather. 

•  PE kit: white or red T-shirt and plain black shorts or black joggers, plain black sweatshirt / hoodie, black trainers 

 

OPAL outdoor play clothing 

•  Children will usually play outside in all suitable weather as part of our OPAL approach. 

•  Please provide named wellies and waterproof clothing. These should remain in school where possible. 

•  In colder months, children need a warm waterproof coat, hat and gloves. In warmer weather, children need a sun hat and 

suitable sun protection. 

•  Please speak to school if providing outdoor clothing is difficult. Foxhill can support families through pre-loved uniform, 

spare clothing and our uniform support fund. 

 

BOOKBAGS 

Nursery to Year 2: Bookbags cost £7.00 and can be purchased from school or www.myclothing.com. Rucksacks must not be 

bought for younger children; they are only for KS2 children. 

KS2: Year 3-6 rucksacks cost £9.00 and are available from school or www.myclothing.com. 

Non-embroidered items of uniform can be purchased from the retailer of your choice; however, trousers, skirts and 

pinafores need to be black.
